The cassettes with riveted spiders are shown with coloured backgroud. The others are usually screwed together with 

three tiny allenbolts. With a suitable hexkey (or a drill) you can take them apart for easy cleaning or for the exchange or 

replacement of individual cogs or spacers. (7-8 & 9 speed spacers have different thicknesses, but the cogs are nearly the 

same, enabling you to convert a 8 speed to seven speed etc.)
